parent wants. CitiBlocs are perfectly designed with New Zealand Pine. This is so weird and 
funny at the same time.

"This 
has to be from New Zealand". I was just like, whatever..they look fun! When I was reading the 
paperwork for it this morning though there it was stated..pine from New Zealand.
